ISI assigns summer reading to begin the year with a common dialogue, to expose students to
high-quality authors and texts, to inspire critical thinking, and to maintain the standard of an
advanced curriculum.

Your student is required to read ONE of the highlighted books listed within the attached
assignment. Titles were chosen from the College Board’s suggested reading list. Research
each book or play to determine its appropriateness for your child. Please

encourage your child to complete this reading assignment in order to be prepared for a test at
the beginning of the school year.
